The Project
CreArt  is a European project of cultural cooperation for the promotion of artistic creativity, lasting two years through the coordination of the Valladolid Council Foundation for Culture.

The project will last  5 years (2012-2017).

· Establishing a permanent and professional system of joint mobility, exchange and work experience among artists and cultural operators;

· Identifying a methodology of professional management which generates tenable cultural organizations in medium size towns, promotes public-private partnership and stimulates the participation of civil society;

· Sustaining the cultural network of creativity among medium size towns;

· Developing and better exploiting the technological means and for the exchange of creativity and management of cultural resources;

· Creating and standardizing the systems of analysis and research for the local cultural policies, with the aim to maximize the tenability of the project and of its financial resources in the future.
